On May 29 th , at 8:45 in the morning 

Geri, the kids and I will stand before 

a family court judge, at which time 

the adoption will finally be                     

completed!  And, by 9:00 that                  

morning we will be so excited and so   

 

relieved that 

the children 

will have the 

stability and 

protection 

every child 

needs and                     

deserves.  The 

adoption will mean that the kids will be 

given the Devereaux name, and they 

will finally be able to be baptized!  I 

canõt begin to explain how important 

this is to Geri and me.   

 

Geri and I are aware that many, many 

of you have been praying for us as we 

continued to move through this process.  

We are so grateful for your prayers!  

And, we cannot begin to express our 

gratitude to God for Godõs faithfulness, 

and for this awesome opportunity God 

has given us to make a difference in the 

lives of three small children.  Thank you, 

thank you, and thank God!
